Clocks Fall Back – Turn your clock 

back 1 hour tonight before going to bed 

to end daylight saving time. Eastern 

Stand Time returns at 2 AM on 

Sunday. Ohio is among 18 states pushing to observe 

daylight saving time permanently, but apparently not yet. 

The USA as a whole can only abandon the period if 

Congress enacts a federal law. If the bill becomes law, 

clocks will change for a final time to DST in March 2024 

permanently.
